At the tourist information

A: Good morning. How can I help you?

B: Well, we have just arrived in Granada. We are going to spend here a week. What places to visit could you recommend?

A: Most visitors are initially drawn to our wonderful city with the promise of a tour around the Alhambra, the hilltop complex of gardens, palaces and fortifications. But don't let that be your only stop in a city that offers so many more delights. It’s worth spending a few days discovering this Andalusian city that was the last bastion of the Islamic caliphate in Spain, finally being conquered in 1492.

B: What should we start with?

A: Visiting the Mirador de San Nicolás is a must on any list of things to do in Granada. Popular with students from the University of Granada and tourists alike, this lookout is often crowded, but well worth the visit. If you’re lucky, you may stumble an impromptu flamenco performance in the square from local gypsies - the perfect soundtrack as you take in the exceptional views of Granada’s most treasured monument. If you don’t mind the crowds, this spot also provides one of the best sunsets in all of Spain. 

A: We are quite keen on shopping. What is the best place to go on a shopping spree?

B: You can shop till you drop on the Alcaiceria! It’s Granada’s Grand Bazaar and with such vibrant colours lining the street, it’s like being transported to northern Africa! In the 15th century, a series of streets full of shops made up the original Alcaicería. It burned down in the 19th century and, since being rebuilt, only one section of the original remains. Many of the shops sell souvenirs. If you’re interested in Granada’s regional fajalauza ceramics, this is one place to look. While you’re in the area, make sure to visit the nearby Plaza Bib-Rambla. It’s a great place to sit down and have a drink or a bite to eat as you watch the world go by.

A: A friend of ours told us about the area which is full of narrow, maze-like streets. What place is it?

B: Of course, we can’ forget about exploring the Albayzín neighbourhood. It’s one of the must-see parts of Granada. The Albayzín is home to the Mirador de San Nicolás., built on a hill in front of the Alhambra, so you will be treated to peeks of the monument around every corner. Sit down in one of the charming plazas to enjoy a drink, or just roam and see where you end up!

A: How can we get there? Can you show this place on the map?

B: Yes, you just need to go down the main street. Then, turn into Ferdinand street and you’ll see the church building on your right. Go past and take a shortcut to the Albayzín tourist information centre going through the park.  They will give you some hints about the possible tours in this area there.
A: What cultural attractions are there in the city?

B: Well, if you want to experience what the Andalusian way of life is, you have to see flamenco in a cave in Sacromonte. It is one of the most fascinating areas in Granada, with a rich folklore and powerful gypsy 
connection. This special quarter features “cave houses” built directly into the hills, and it’s here where you can see some of the most spectacular flamenco in Granada. However, what was once a hidden gem is now one of the most popular places to see flamenco in Granada, so, unfortunately, some of the caves have gotten a reputation as being quite touristy. Head to Zambra María la Canastera (Camino del Sacromonte, 89) to experience the real thing.

A: That would be lovely! We will surely do! I would also like to inquire about places of special interest, I mean, some architectural wonders.

B: When it comes to architectural marvels in Granada, people, of course, immediately think of the Alhambra Palace. However, did you know that the city is also home to a Renaissance masterpiece?

A: No, we haven’t heard about it.

B: Many cathedrals throughout Spain were built in Gothic style, but, given the prolonged presence of the Moors in Granada, until 1492, by the time the Cathedral in Granada was being built, the country had progressed to a more Renaissance style of architecture. This unique building’s Royal Chapel is also home to the remains of Spain’s iconic Catholic Monarchs, Ferdinand II of Aragon and Isabella I of Castile. Conquerors of the Moors in 1492, unifiers of the kingdoms of Spain and financial investors in the voyages of Christopher Columbus… with such an impressive legacy! Are you going to miss the chance to see their resting place?

B: No, never! Wow, there are so many places to visit and so many things to do, we are really impressed. I think we have already learned a lot, but I have one more question. What local delicacy could you recommend?

A: In order to get the best perspective of what our city is like, you absolutely have to experience the famous, authentic tapas scene in the city. Tapas are an integral part of Granada’s culture and no visit to the city would be complete without an authentic tapeo through the city’s windy streets. However, with so many tapas bars to choose from, it can be a little overwhelming trying to choose which ones to eat in. And as visitors, sometimes it’s especially hard to know which places are the real deal. Avoid the tourist traps and step into Granada’s most authentic bars and restaurants. Here is some useful info about the location of the best bars. You’ll eat your way around Granada like a local and create unforgettable (and delicious!) memories of Spain’s most famous tapas scene!
